Haydn wrote thirteen
Masses. This is the
composer’s ninth mass.
Written in D minor, it is
subtitled Missa in
Angustiis — Mass for
Troubled Times and was
composed in 1898. It
quickly acquired the
nickname, Nelson-
messe, possibly due to
Admiral Lord Nelson’s
victory at Aboukir Bay in
the same year. It is a
powerful and brooding
work which is scored for
choir, four soloists,
strings, trumpets and
timpani. The work is
considered to be
amongst the finest of
the composer’s
contributions to the
choral genre.

The Little Jazz
Mass is a highly
effective setting of the
Latin Missa Brevis in
which Chilcott’s Jazz
influences come to the
fore. The voices are
supported by a jazzy
piano accompaniment,
